75 years of Dedication to Education

1940s: The League equipped, and sometimes staffed, lunchrooms at eight local schools. The third Follies
provided playground equipment for 15 elementary schools.

1950s: JSL worked with the County Board Of Education to provide a school for African-American chil-
dren at Battey State Hospital and continued the program until the county assumed full responsibility in
1960.

1960s: The League shared expenses with City and County Boards of Education for a Reading Consultant to serve
both school systems. JSL developed the Reading Readiness Program, training volunteers to work under the guid-
ance of the Reading Consultant.

1970s: JSL established a wonderful history classroom by transforming the Major Ridge Home into Chief-
tains Museum. The Museum presents interpretive exhibits, education programs, & special events to
provide Romans and visitors with a look into the life & history of the Ridge family as well as Cherokee life.

1980s: The League formed a Drug Prevention Committee and took their Drug Prevention presentation,
Gain Awareness Through Education, to area schools and parent groups. JSL encouraged the pursuit of
higher education by providing scholarships in the areas of Humanities, Arts, Nursing, & Museum
Management.

2000s: JSL established its annual School Supplies Project, providing 1500 needy children in the city and
county school systems with packets of school supplies at the beginning of each school year.
